LENGTH SELECTING THE RIGHT BALL MOUNT
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MEASURING FOR THE PROPER BALL MOUNT
1. Measure from the ground to the top of the hitch.
2. Measure from the ground to the (inside) top of the trailer coupler, when level.

3. Subtract the height of the hitch ball (most are 2-1/2" - 3" high) from coupler
measurement.

4. An 8" drop is needed to make the trailer level.

THE DIFFERENCE IN THE TWO MEASUREMENTS IS THE AMOUNT OF BALL
MOUNT “RISE” OR “DROP” REQUIRED.
