1. Prior to plugging the unit into the power source, inspect completely for any shipping damage.
Carefully place the Air Mover unit on a stable, flat dry surface.

. Unplug the Air Mover from the power supply before moving, servicing or cleaning.
. Do not run the power cord under carpeting. Do not cover the power cord with throw rugs,

runners, or similar coverings. Place the power cord away from traffic area to prevent tripping.
Do not allow children to play with or around an Air Mover at any time.
Do not move or carry an Air Mover while unit is operating.

Maintenance Instructions

1. To keep the Air Mover clean, use a damp cloth to wipe the surface of the housing.

2.Never clean the Air Mover with water directly.

3. When not in use, unplug and store the Air Mover in a dry indoor place out of reach of children.
4. Always disconnect the Air Mover from its power source before performing any maintenance or

cleaning.
5. Clean the filters ( for unit with filters) often as necessary to avoid loss of airflow when available.
