1. Place the Hitch so the large holes in the bracket are over 
the flat rivet heads in the frame and the hitch is resting 
flat against the frame.  Make sure the hitch is center and 
clamp it down tight.

2. Using the bracket as a template, mark all the holes with 
appropriate marking tools. 

3. After marking, unclamp the hitch from the frame.  Start 
on the driver-side of the truck, drill one 19/32” hole toward 
the rear of the truck.  Drill the next two holes with 9/16” 
diameter drill.  

4. Place the hitch back onto the frame and align it to the 
newly drilled holes.  Secure it to the frame with the bolts, 
washers, and nuts - provided.

5. For additional support, mount the Support Bars to the 
sides of the Hitch.  Use the ½” fasteners to secure the 
Support Bars on the frame. Use the support bars in place of 
the middle hole if blocked by the gas tank.
