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. MOUNTING INSTALLATION

The unit shoutd be protected by a suitably rated isolator and fuse or type 3 (also known as type C) mch. Aninrush
current (initia} curment through the fitament} can be expected at switch on. This current can be as high as 12 times
the normal operating current, lasting arcund 20 milliseconds. This effect can also vary depending on temperature.
In extreme cases, a type D breaker may be required.

This heater is IP55 rated and is suitable for outdoor use. To maintain the pretection rating alt connections to the
mains must be done with a minimum of IP55 equipment.

The mains lead is made from high temperature cable, not a siandard PVG cable and as such sheuld not be
replaced without consuffing a svitable qualified electrician.

Ensure that the mounting bracket is adequately earthed.

Use of an extension cord is not recommended.

g} Now remove the mains cable and replace with suilable rated 5-Core 3 phase cable. This must be high
temperature (105°C+) cable.

h) Heater needs 1o be connected L1, L2 L3, Neutral and Earth.

. DPERATION

Note: The irfrared lamp In this heater is fragile as such it is important that itis not subjected to any unnecessary shocks or

vibration and is not maved when it is in use. Wail fill the heater has cocled down before maoving.

WARNING! Ensure you read, understand and apply the safety instructions tn Section 1 before using the heater.
Ensure the healer is at least 1000mm from any object. The healer can be tilted from 45°to 80° st ltiothe
required angle before switching the heater on. Adjust the heater angle by loosening the two bolls on the vall
mounting bracket, Tighten the boits again when the desired angle is reached.

Ensure that the mains supoly is adequately protected and that the mounting bracket s earthed, then switch on.

Make sure the heater is disconnecled from the mains supply before any cleaning is attempted. Also allow the
heater to ¢oot completely.

Whan the heater is no longer required, switeh off and if possible unplug the unit.

Clean the exterior with a soft damp cloth.

To replace the famp, contact your authorised dealer.

The mains tead is made from high temperaiure cable, not a standard PVC cable and as such should not be
replaced without consulting & suitebly qualified electrician.

. MAINTENANCE

Nole: Before examining or carrying out any maintenance ensure the heater has cooled down and is disconnected
from the mains supply.

The healer containg no moving parts and therefore very litle mainienance is required other than to ensure that
there is no excessive build-up of dust/dirt on the reflectors or emillers as this can cause overheating and premature

emitter failure.
To ciean the appliance, fusn off and disconnect from mains supply. Allow to cool, then wipe with a damp cloth.

k) Insert the wires of the new lamp through the holes in the heater body to the electrical box and reconnect them

into the terminals, .
Ensure fhat the terminals aze tightened correclly 1o make a good electrical connection.
I} Re-assembte in the opposile order making sure all the parts are replaced and the guards are in position.

a) Disconnect the heater from the power supply by unplugging from the mains socket and wait until the body has
cooled down.

b) Remove both end caps by undoing the 2 sockel head screws at each end.

¢) Slice out both the end cover plates, remove the guards and end reflectors.

d) Unclip botts end famps from their spng clips, aliowing the lamp to move forward clear of the back reflector.

e) Unclip the reflectors from the heater casing and remove.

fy Now.slid out the remaining 2 cover plates making sure you don't drop the guard from the centre lamp. Gently
remove the centre guard.

g} Remove both end reflectors from the cenire lamp.

i} Remove the centre lamp back reflector by getiing you fingers behind the reflector and unclipping it from its
locating slot.

iy Disconnect the faulty lamp wires from the terminals located in fhe electrical box on the rear of the heater, and

then remove the lamp.
) Inseri the wires of the new lamp through {he noles in the heater body to the electrical box and reconnect them

into the terminals.
Ensure that tha leminals are tightenad correctly to make a good electrical connaction.

K} Re-assemble in the opposite order making sure all the pars are replaced and the guards are in position.

WARNING! Failure ta reassemble all the parts and use the guard will invalidate any remaining guarantee and may
make the unit dangerous.
