Read these instructions carefully and keep the fountain power off until the following
assembly process is completed.

Notes:
Choose an appropriate location for the fountain.
Excessive weight or pressure on any of the fountain sections may cause it to fall. Keep pets, children,
or anyone from sitting, leaning, or climbing on any of the fountain components.
While fountain is designed to operate as splash free as possible, some water splashing out of the
fountain is inevitable. Place the fountain in a location where any splashing will not cause damage.
The National Electric Code requires that a ground fault circuit interrupter (GFCI) be used in the
branch circuit supplying fountain pump and other pond equipment. Seek your electrical supplies
dealer for this device.
Always keep the fountain working with sufficient water and clean of debris and dirt to ensure proper
functioning of the pump.
If necessary, clean the fountain with a soft cloth and change the water frequently. Due to water
evaporation, you may see a buildup of white residue on the fountain surface from mineral content
in the water supply. To prevent such buildup, regularly clean the fountain with soap and water, do
not use any abrasive, which may damage the applied finish.

use of water clarifier, or algaecide of any kind will damage the paint on the fountain and will not be
covered under the manufactures warranty.

Installation & Assembly
Place the fountain on a level surface, away from areas where it is likely to get clogged with leaves
and make sure that the cable will reach the socket.
Take out all the package parts from the carton
Follow steps to assemble as illustrated below

Step (1). Pull out the flexible hose from the back of the fountain, then Connect it to pump outlet,
showed as @

Step (2). Pull enough water into the fountain showed as 2)

Step (3). Start working showed as (3

Fill the reservoir with clean water carefully or pipe water into fountain from the front. Always make
sure the water can submerge the pump completely to work properly and prevent the pump damage.
Plug the pump and adaptor then switch on, the water will start to flow in minutes.

Adjust the pump flow rate to achieve the desired effect and to minimize any splashing, Splashing
can occur if the flow rate is too high or the reservoir is too full. The flow rate can be increased or
decreased by moving the flow rate control slider on the pump body. Moving the switch towards
‘+/ Max ." will increase the flow rate and moving it towards *-/Min’ will decrease it. On some type
of pumps, flow regulator may be turned clockwise or counterclockwise to adjust.







Troubleshooting
- - TURN OFF THE POWER BEFORE YOU CHECK FOLLOWING - -

If pump does not run, or lights not on --

(1) Check the circuit breaker, try another outlet.

(2) Check the water level in the fountain. Running the pump without sufficient water can damage the
pump.

(3) Check the setting of the flow control on the pump and adjust the flow.

(4) Check the pump discharge and intake for dirt and debris.

(5) Check the fountain feature tubing for kinks and obstructions.

(6) The pump might be “air locked”. Plug and unplug the pump several times to release the air inside the
pump.

(7) Check and reconnect all the cords and try again.

INTRODUCCION

ADVERTENCIA

® Riesgo de choque eléctrico — Esta bomba es proveida con un cordon eléctrico
que tiene un conductor y un enchufe para hacer tierra. Para reducir el riesgo de
choque eléctrico, asegurese de que esté enchufada solamente en un tomacorr-
iente apropiado con conexion para hacer tierra.

® Para reducir el riesgo de choque eléctrico, utilicela solamente con fuentes
autonomas y portatiles de medidas no superiores a 1,5 m/ 5 pi en cualquier
dimension.

® Riesgo de choque eléctrico — No quite el corddn, ni el pasacables. No conecte
ninguna otra tuberia con la bomba.

® E] uso de esta bomba ha sido probada solamente para agua.

® Se requiere el suministro de dispositivo adecuado para hacer tierra, para red-
ucir el riesgo de choque eléctrico durante el funcionamiento de esta bomba.

® Riesgo de choque eléctrico — Esta bomba ha sido verificada para utilizarla en
piscinas o zonas marinas

® No la conecte con cualquier voltaje excepto el voltaje indicado sobre la bomba.

® Antes de manejarla, siempre desenchufela del tomacorriente,.

® No opere la bomba sin agua.

® Opere la bomba completamente sumergida para enfriarla correctamente.
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PERFORMANCE

A clogged or dirty intake screen will greatly reduce performance.

If the pump is used on a dirty surface, raise it slightly to reduce the amount of debris
contacting the intake. If less flow is desired, adjust the flow control lever on the side
of the pump or restrict the discharge flow.

Do not let the pump run when not submerged in water. Doing so may damage the
pump. Always submerge the pump first, and then plug in the electrical outlet. At the
beginning, it probably can’t pump water, because there is air in the pump and the tube.
Don’t worry about it. Please pull out and insert electrical outlet several times, it will
work very well at once.

The pump is to be supplied through a residual current device (RCD) with a rated
residual operating current not exceeding 30 mA.

MAINTENANCE

To clean the pump, remove the back cover and the impeller.

Use a small brush or stream of water to remove any debris CAUTON: The pump shaft
can not be removed. IF THE PUMP FAILS TO OPERATE, CHECK THE
FOLLOWING:

®  Check the circuit breaker and try another outlet to ensure the pump is getting electrical power.
NOTE: Always disconnect from electrical outlet before handling the pump.

®  Check the pump discharge and tubing for kinks and obstructions. Algae build up can be
flushed out with a garden hose.
Check the inlet to ensure it is not clogged with debris.
Remove the pump inlet to access the impeller area. Tum the rotor to ensure it is not broken
or jammed.
Monthly mamtenance will add to your pump’s life. NOTE: Ensure that the electrical cord
loops below the electrical outlet to form a “Drp Loop” This will prevent water from
running down the cord into the electrical outlet.

This product is guaranteed for a period of 12 months from date
of purchase for material or manufacturing defects. Certificate
of guarantee must be filled out completely by resale dealer and
must accompany equipment along with the receipt, in case it is
submitted for repair. Guarantee consists in guaranteed
substitution of defective parts. Guarantee is considered void in
case of improper use, nor does it answer to damages caused by
improper handling or negligence on the part of the buyer. All
equipment must be sent postage paid.
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
