ASSEMBLY & PARTS

1. Your XD-125 Dehumidifier is fully assembled with the exception of the handle

2. Using a Phillips screwdriver, loosely attach each screw to unit. DO NOT TIGHTEN until all six screws
have been fastened. (*You will experience some resistance as screws fit into housing).

3. Alternate diagonally between screws when tightening to ensure the best fit.

SET UP/OPERATION

A READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS TO PREVENT SYSTEM DAMAGE

e For proper operation, DO NOT obstruct the air inlets/outlets, or drainage hose.

e WAIT 30 minutes after transporting unit to jobsite before switching ON to allow refrigerant system to
stabilize

e DO NOT switch the power OFF by disconnecting power cord

e WAIT at least three minutes after turning the power OFF to move unit.

e Always operate unit in an enclosed area, closing all
doors, windows and other pathways open to
external areas for maximum water removal
efficiency

o Keep traffic through drying areatoa minimum

e Place the dehumidifier in the center of the room
away from walls and furnishings. (Fig. A)

e Uncoil entire drainage hose on rear of unit. Place
open end of hose into a drain, bucket, or outdoors.
Ensure drainage hose is not restricted or kinked.

DO NOT elevate hose higher than 15 ft. above unit.
(Fig B)

1. (®)ON/OFF: Power button turns the unit ON or OFF

2. DISPLAY: Left hand side indicates adjustable preferred humidity level, right side indicates
current humidity. See #5 for reading time.

3. AND : Set to adjust humidity ranging from 90% to 26%.
*By pressing®¥) key to below 26%, “CO” displays, confirming setting to run the machine
continuously.

4. (P) PURGE: Press to empty water from the pump reservoir. During normal operation the pump
purges automatically when reservoir is full (indicator light will illuminate). ALWAYS purge before
moving machine to avoid water spillage. The pump automatically purges for forty seconds after
turning unit off.

5.(1) TIME:

e Press “"T" once to display current job working time.

LOOOO o OO e To reset working time for new job hold “T" down for 5 seconds.

e Press “T” twice (within 10 seconds) to display the total working
hours for the life of the machine. *This time cannot be reset. It will
start again from zero if total time exceeds display space.

HOURS MINUTES
INDICATOR LIGHTS:

e Purging: Light illuminates to indicate when unit is purging either automatically or after
selecting manual purge button.

e Defrosting: Flashing light indicates unit is defrosting. Once defrost is complete the unit
begins to dehumidify again automatically.

¢ Running: Light illuminates to confirm unit is plugged into an active power source.

Key Lock Function: Press both “"T"” and “P" for 2 seconds at the same time. Defrost light
will illuminate to confirm the control panel is locked. Unlock by performing the same function.



CARE & MAINTENANCE

= Cleaning the Air Filter

Regular cleaning of filters is highly recommended. The performance of the dehumidifier will be
greatly reduced if the filters become blocked.

1. Confirm the dehumidifier is turned OFF
and the plug is disconnected from power
outlet

2. Remove the filter as shown in the
diagram.

. Lift upwards to remove
3. Using a vacuum hose and nozzle, vacuum for cleaning or renewal

any debris from the filter.

4. Wash with warm water and a mild
detergent and allow to air dry.

5. Once the filter is fully dried, re-install.

= Replacing the Battery

1. Confirm unit is turned OFF and plug is
disconnected.

2. Remove the screws in the four corners
of the control panel.

3. Once the screws are removed,
carefully lift the control panel to
access the PCB.

4. OnthePCBisa6F229V battery.
Remove the battery and replace.

5. Align the control panel back on the
PCB.

6. Reinstall the four screws.
