
With the Safety ON, open the bolt handle (located on the right side of the gun), by pulling it

Then, bring the pump handle all the way back to the starting position. This is one pump. NEVER 
pump more than 1 time. One pump is the maximum

The more times you pump the gun increases the risk of serious injury. Use 
great caution and only use the amount of pumps necessary for the shot. 

NEVER PUMP YOUR GUN MORE THAN 1 TIME as additional pumps may result in serious 
injury or damage your gun and void the warranty.

Shoot safely. Do not pump more than once. Air gun projectiles may travel up to 300 yards (275 meters).

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Most problems encountered by new owners are often easily corrected. Regular maintenance 
is a must for long time use.

Barra 1866 Junior Airgun
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Start by making sure the safety is in the ON positions. Do this by placing the hammer 
forward. The safety looks like a hammer. The red dot is hidden. See image 1.

The “SAFE” position is when the hammer is in the forward position. The hammer is the safety 
on this airgun. “FIRE” position is when the hammer is cocked back. Red dot is visible.

Maintenance is needed when airgun loses accuracy.

Improper oils and solvents (such as aerosols and spray type lubricants), 
can degrade seals and may void warranty. Use only automotive motor oils.
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
