INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
Part Number KA-1709
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1.  Remove the stock air fi lter.
2.  Using provided inserts, place them on the fi lter where indicated with arrows in. (Fig. 1)
3.  Install the K&N air fi lter into the air box with the inserts facing up. (Fig. 2)
4.  Tighten the middle screw. 
     NOTE: THE FILTER WILL PULL UP A BIT AS SHOWN IN FIG.3, BUT DO NOT OVER-TIGHTEN THE CENTER 
     SCREW OTHERWISE DAMAGE TO THE K&N FILTER CAN OCCURE.
5.  Place cover back on to base making sure to align properly. Start all screws before tightening down all the way and then 
     tighten all fi rmly.
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
