K&N Engineering, Inc., suggests checking the air filter element periodically for excessive dirt build-up. Depending on your 
driving conditions, we recommend cleaning your air filter every 50,000 miles. To clean and re-oil, purchase our filter
Recharger® service kit, part number 99-5050 or 99-5000 and follow the easy instructions.

1. Remove the seat to gain access to the air box. Follow the applicable instructions based on the type of air box you 
    have. If the air box looks like Fig. 1, continue. If the air box looks like Fig. 4, skip to Step 4.
2. Remove the air box lid. (Fig. 2)
3. Loosen the hose clamp and remove the filter. Install the K&N® filter using the supplied hose clamp and fully tighten. 
    (Figs. 2 & 3) Skip to Step 7.
4. To gain access to the air box, remove the inlet (See the arrow in Fig.4) by pulling it off the tube.
5. Remove the air box lid and pull the OEM filter out of the air box. (Fig. 5)
6. Install the K&N® filter in the air box (do not use the included hose clamp). (Fig. 6)
7. Re-install the air box lid and reverse the above steps to complete the installation.
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
