BATTERY INFORMATION

e Non-rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged.

e |f removable rechargeable batteries are used, the are only to be charged under adult supervision.

e Remove rechargeable batteries from the product before charging.

1. Power switch: Turns the product on and off.

2. Forward/Reverse lever: Changes the direction that product moves from forward to reverse.
e To move the product forward, shift the lever to top position.
e To move the product backward, shift the lever to down position.
3. Move/Rock mode switch

4. Accelerator pedal: e To move the vehicle, press the pedal down.
e To brake or slow down, release pressure from the pedal.

5. Direction buttons: Press to turn left and right.

6. Early education mode / Decrease the volume.

7. Story mode.

8. Music / Increase volume.

9. Mode selection

Lift the battery compartment door on the back of the controller and insert two AAA(LRO3)

batteries.

1. Build connection

Long press the forward and reverse buttons for 3 seconds, and the speed indicator flashes.
Then power on the vehicle, the speed indicator goes to long bright, means the connection
successful. If the speed indicator no response, means the connection failed. Replace the
batteries and retry.

2. Brake button
Press the button to stop the vehicle, press it again to release the brake.
3. Speed select button
The switch operates the vehicle to move in low, normal or high speed.
HINT: This switch won’t work while your vehicle moves reverse.

NOTE:
e L eave the remote controller idling for about 10 seconds, it will shut down automatically.
e Rebuild connection when you replace the batteries of the remote controller.

It is parents' responsibility to check main parts of the toy before using, must regularly
examine for potential hazard, such as the battery, charge,cable or cord, plug, screws
are fastening enclosure of other parts and that in the event of such damage, the toy
must not be used until that damage had been properly removed.

Make sure the plastic parts of the vehicle are not cracked or broken.
Occasionally use a lightweight oil to lubricate moving parts such as wheels.
Park the vehicle indoors or cover it with a tarp to protect it from wet weather.

Keep the vehicle away from sources of heat, such as stoves and heaters. Plastic parts
may melt.

Recharge the battery after each use. Only an adult can handle the battery. Recharge the
battery at least once a month when the vehicle Raider is not being used.

Do not wash the vehicle with a hose. Do not wash the vehicle with soap and water. Do
not drive the vehicle in rainy or snowy weather. Water will damage the motor, electric
system and battery.

Clean the vehicle with a soft, dry cloth. To restore shine to plastic parts, use a non-wax
furniture polish. Do not use car wax. Do not use abrasive cleaners.

Do not drive the vehicle in loose dirt, sand or fine gravel which could damage the moving
parts, motors or the electric system.

When not using, all the electrical source should be turn off. Turn off the power switch
and disconnect the battery connection.



The battery features a thermal fuse with a rest fuse that will automatically trip and cut all
power to the vehicle if the motor, electric system or battery is overloaded. The fuse will
reset and power will be restored after the unit is turned OFF for 20 seconds and then
turned ON again. If the thermal fuse trips repeatedly during normal use, the vehicle may
need repair. Contact your distributor please.

To avoid losing power, follow these guidelines:
e Do not overload the vehicle.

e Do not tow anything behind the vehicle.

e Do not drive up steep slopes.

e Do nﬁt dtrive into fixed objects, which may cause the wheels to spin, causing the motor to
overheat.

e Do not drive in very hot weather, components may overheat.

e Do not allow water or other liquids to come in contact with the battery or other electric
components.

e Do not tamper with the electric system. Doing so may create a short, causing the fuse to trip.
