STEP1
Note: Right and left are relative to the character.

Attach the (B) Right Lower Support pole to the right side of the (A) Base by using the quick connect push button
and pre-drilled hole as shown. Then attach the (C) Left Lower Support Pole to the left side of the (A) Base by
using the quick connect push button and pre-drilled hole as shown.

Attach the (G) Upper Support Poles to the (B) Right Lower Support Pole and (C) Left Lower Support Pole using the
quick connect push button and pre-drilied hole.

STEP 2

First connect Legs (E) and (F) to both Feet (D) as shown Fig 1

Next, locate the 2 holes toward the bottom of the (H) Black Fabric as shown Fig 2. Place the fabric, with the
gauze side toward the Dragon's legs, so that the metal forks poke through the holes of the (H) Fabric as shown
Fig 3.

Attach Dragon Legs to the (C ) and (B) Support Poles by sliding the fork on the Legs into the metal housing on
each pole as shown Fig 4. The gauze side of the (H) Black Fabric should face forward. Leave the excess fabric
falling forward over the Dragon’s feet, until Step 5.

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STEP 3

Connect the (I) Torso Frame to the available (G) Upper Support Poles using the quick connect push buttons and
pre-drilled holes.

Slide the pegs available on the (J) Chest into the housings available on the (1) Torso Frame.

STEP4
First, connect the cable and hose available from the (L) Head to the corresponding cable and hose on the (K)
Neck. Then set the housing in the (L) Head onto the hook on the (K) Neck.

Insert the (M) Motor Guard into the housings available on the (1) Torso Frame. Then connect the (K) Neck to the
() Torso Frame by using the quick connect push button and pre-drilled hole as shown.




STEP 5

Connect all cables to their corresponding cable as shown Fig 1. While standing in front of the Dragon, pull up
the (H) Black Fabric, and begin to attach it to the Dragon’s (J) Chest by using the available hook & loop
closures as shown Fig 2.

STEP 6

Pull the (H) Black Fabric further up the dragon until it fits nicely over the plastic form behind the (K) Neck. Secure
the first hook & loop closure around the (M) Motor Guard as shown in Figure 1.

Then wrap the (H) Black Fabric remaining from the right side of the dragon to the left side. Secure the hook &
loop closures above the (M) Motor Guard as shown in Figure 2.

Then secure all closures at the left side of the (H) Black Fabric as shown in Figure 3.

STEP7

Locate (P) Right Wing, be sure the correct side of fabric will be facing forward. Slide the small end of the (N) Right
Wing Brace through small opening at the shoulder point on the Right Wing as shown in Fig 1a. Slide the rod
through till it meets the rod already inside the wing, snap metal rods together, so the fabric hangs straight down.
(Wing should not be twisted or folded. If it is, disconnect rods from each other, re-align, and snap together so wing
hangs straight)

Now, at the Dragon's right shoulder, locate metal housing (metal bracket with holes) where the (N) Right Wing
Brace attaches. Pass the forked end of the Right side Wing Brace though the access hole in the (H) Black Fabric,
and then into the metal housing at the right shoulder. Be sure both prongs pass through both top and bottom holes
on the shoulder housing.

Perform the same steps for the (Q) Left Wing and (0) Left Wing Brace, as shown in Fig 2 and 2a.

STEP8

Arrange the (R) Gauze over the Dragon as shown.
NOTE: Keep gauze away from motor, electrical wires and all moving parts. Don't allow gauze to block the Sensor
on the front of the Dragon’s Chest.




STEP9

If you wish to use the fog machine with your Brimstone Dragon, connect the hose available from the (K) Neck to
the (T) Moisture Trap Tank. Then attach the (S) Fog Hose to the (T) Moisture Trap Tank.

Connect the cable available from the Function Control Box into the (U) Fog Machine Adapter.

Your Brimstone Dragon is now complete. Plug in and turn on to let the fun begin!
