Itis the responsibility of the owner to make sure that all personnel read this manual prior to using this jack,
it is also the responsibility of the jack owner to keep this manual intact and in a convenient location for all
to see and read.

Failure to heed these markings may result in personal injury and/or property damage:
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Study, understand, and follow all instructions before operating this device.

Do not exceed rated capacity.

Use only on hard, flat, level surfaces.

Lift only on areas of the vehicle as specified by the vehicle manufacturer.

Immediately after lifting, support the vehicle with appropriate means.

Wear ANSI-approved safety goggles and heavy-duty work gloves during use.

Keep clear of load while lifting and lowering.

Keep head and body clear of the jack handle path during use.

When the jack is under load, the handle must be in the upright position and clipped to the main rail.
When changing jack from lifting to lowering, the handle must be in the upright position and clipped
to the main rail.

When lowering the load, keep head, body, and hands clear of the handle path and hold the jack
handle firmly with both hands.

When lowering the load, the jack handle will have an upward force that must be resisted by the
user's hands in a controlled manner.

The jack must have a load of 150 Ib or more to lower with the handle movement. At loads below 150
Ib, the lifting mechanism will slide down the rail to the base.

Do not lift the vehicle more than necessary. Lifting higher than necessary may cause unexpected
movement or tipping.

Lower load slowly in controlled fashion. Do not allow load to drop quickly.

Apply parking brake and chock tires before lifting vehicle.

Do not use on curved or sloping vehicle surfaces. Jack will shift and load will drop. Use properly
rated lifting strap when flat lifting surfaces do not exist.

Inspect before every use; do not use if parts bent, loose, or damaged.

No alternations shall be made to this product.

Only attachments and/or adapters supplied by the manufacturer shall be used.

This farm jack is designed only for lifting part of the total vehicle, do not move or dolly the vehicle
while it is on the farm jack.

® Inspect the jack carefully before each use. Ensure the jack is not damaged, excessively worn, or
missing parts.

® Do not use the jack unless it is properly lubricated.

® Using a jack that is not in good clean working condition or properly lubricated may cause serious
injury.

® Inspect the work area before each use. Make sure it is free and clear of any potential hazards.

To maintain the Jack and user safety, the responsibility of the owner is to read and follow these
instructions.

® Inspect the jack for proper operation and function.

SETUP-BEFORE USE

Before using this product, read the owner's manual completely and familiarize yourself
thoroughly with the product and the hazards associated with its improper use.
( Please refer to the below figure).

OPERATION

Keep hand securely on Handle. During lifting and lowering, the weight of the load pushes up against the
Jack Handle. If your hands slip off handle, or if handle is horizontal when moving the Reversing Latch,
Handle may move very rapidly.

LIFTING:

Do not use the Jack to support or stabilize load. Always securely chock and block
(stabilize) load to be lifted.

Chock and stabilize load securely to prevent rolling or shifting during lifting.

Place Jack’s base plate securely on a firm, level and dry surface with Steel Standard Bar pointing

straight up.

Lift the Reversing Latch until it locks in the up position.

Pull the handle away from the Steel Standard Bar, and then release the Handle Clip Spring.

Grasp the Handle and raise the Lifting Mechanism until the Large Runner is completely and

securely under the load.

®  Grasp the Handle firmly with both hands. Carefully pump Handle up and down to raise load. Do not
use an extension on Handle.

® When the load is raised to desired height, place the Handle in the upright position, then clipped to
the Steel Standard Bar.

® Block load securely. Lower load onto proper blocks or supports.

® Remove Jack from stabilized load.

Note: The load will be raised on each down stroke of the handle. Watch the load and the Jack carefully.
Stop lifting if either one starts to move. Do not continue until it is safe to do so. When safe, stabilize and
block the load.

Note: Keep Handle against Steel Standard Bar with the Handle Clip Spring, holding it when not actively
lifting or lowering.

Do not use Jack for long-term support of a load.



LOWERING:

Note: Jack must have a load of at least 150 Ib. If load is less than 150 Ib., the Lifting Mechanism
will slide down to the Base Plate, dropping your load.

Position Jack under raised load and raise the stationary load high enough to remove blocks from
under load. Note: Make sure load is stabilized before removing blocks.

Place Handle in upright position clipped to Steel Standard Bar before lowering the load.

Move Reversing Latch to the down position.

Grasp Handle firmly with both hands. Carefully pump Handle to lower load.

Note: The load will be lowered on each up stroke of the Handle.
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CLAMPING:

® Loosen the standard top Clamp-Clevis Bolt.

®  Turn the top Clamp-Clevis 90 degrees to the Steel Standard Bar, and re-tighten Bolt.
®  Operate Jack as you would for raising a load.

® Check LIFTING and LOWERING process on page 5&6.

Note: You can connect Clamp-Clevis Anywhere along the Steel Standard Bar to use the jack as a clamp.
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WINCHING:

Make sure the top Clamp-Clevis is in line with Steel Standard Bar.

Install one end of chain or tow strap (sold separately) securely to the object to be winched.
Securely attach the other end of the chain or tow strap to the top Clamp-Clevis of the Jack.

Take another chain or tow strap and secure one end to a fixed, stable object. Attach the other end of
the chain or tow strap to the large Runner on the Jack.

Operate Jack as you would for raising a load.

Check LIFTING and LOWERING process on page 5&6.

Do not attach chain or tow strap to bottom hole of the large runner on the Jack!
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MAINTENANCE AND SERVICING

Procedures not specifically explained in this manual must
be performed only by a qualified technician.

TO PREVENT SERIOUS INJURY FROM TOOL FAILURE: Do not use damaged equipment. If abnormal
noise or vibration occurs, have the problem corrected before further use.

Cleaning, Maintenance, and Lubrication

Inspection before use

Before each use, inspect the general condition of the Jack. Check for broken, cracked, or bent
parts, loose or missing parts, and any condition that may affect the proper operation of the product.
If a problem occurs, have the problem corrected before further use. Do not use damaged equipment.



Cleaning

If the moving parts of the equipment are obstructed, use cleaning solvent or other good degreaser to
clean the equipment. Remove any existing rust with a penetrating lubricant.

Lubrication

This equipment will not operate safely without proper lubrication. Using the equipment without proper
lubrication will result in poor performance and damage to the equipment. Some parts in this equipment
are not self-lubricating. Inspect the equipment before use and lubricate when necessary. After cleaning,
lubricate the equipment using light penetrating oil, lubricating spray.

Use a good lubricant on all moving parts.

For light duty use, lubricate every six months.

For heavy and constant use, monthly lubrication is recommended.

NEVER USE SANDPAPER OR ABRASIVE MATERIAL ON THESE SURFACES!

Storing the Jack

Store in a dry location, recommended indoors.
Note: If the jack is stored outdoors, be sure to lubricate all parts before and after use to ensure the jack

stays in good working condition. Always store jack in the fully retracted position when stored in outdoor or
caustic environment that can cause corrosion and/or rust.
