We are proud to provide you with the only wood finish applicator
designed by woodworkers, specifically for fine, wood finishing. Please note, thisis not a rag. Our applicators are
like any other tool in your shop; they must be used properly to get the best results. See below and backside of
this page for Instructions and cutting guide.

Cut your applicator to desired size. Each pad will provide six, 2.7 inch by 3

Each Stain Pad can be cut into any number of shapes and sizes. To get you started, we have created a cutting guide
for common applicator sizes below. Remember to follow the cleaning instructions before using the applicator.

Each 8 inch by 6 inch pad will yield:
B Applicators 2.7 inch wide and 3 inches deep -or- Configuration #1

Use scissors to cut padin half along the
center seam.

Cut perpendicular to the
rounded edge to create your desired
applicator.
